2009 FALL LEAGUE RULES
CONTINUED RULES FOR 2009:

*
Homerun Limit: There will be a progressive homerun limit of 3 in every league and division this fall.  What this means is that each team can hit 3 homeruns at any time.  After each team has hit 3,  they can than hit one per team until the other team catches up.  The home team cannot hit more homeruns than the visiting team in the bottom of the 7th.  Any extra homeruns by either team is an out.

*
There is still a 65 minute time limit for league games.  However, there will be NO time limit during the tournament games for each night at the end of the season.

*
Sorry, but steel cleats are NOT allowed.

1)
PLEASE NOTE:  Teams need to fill out and return the roster sheet the first night of league play. 
2)
All players should be on the team roster with the line-up given to the umpire before each game.  PLAYERS ARE NOT ALLOWED TO PLAY ON MORE THAN ONE TEAM PER LEAGUE NIGHT!!  ANY PLAYER AND TEAM MANAGER DOING SO WILL BE SUSPENDED ONE WEEK (2 Games)  WITH THE OFFENDING TEAM AUTOMATICALLY FORFEITING THAT GAME!!
3)
Steel cleats are NOT allowed.  Anyone found to be wearing steel cleats will be asked to take them off. NO EXCEPTIONS!!  (and no, bare feet are NOT allowed) In addition, a list of bats currently banned will be posted by the weekly standings.

4)
ALL leagues must use 12-inch, .44 COR/Max 375 Compression ASA approved softballs. Each team will hit their own softballs.  Opposing teams are asked to insure the legality of the other team’s softballs before pitching.

5)
A score sheet will be provided for each team to keep their line-up on and to score their game.  This will be transferred between teams after every inning.  PLAYERS NEED TO MAKE SURE THE SCORESHEET IS FILLED OUT CORRECTLY.  Umpires will assist at any time.  Mistakes made on the scorebook must be corrected BEFORE each half inning is over.  No score corrections will be made once the scorebook is handed to the other team! (Unless you have given your team extra runs  )
6)
EACH GAME WILL HAVE A TIME LIMIT OF 65 MINUTES!!!!  NO NEW INNING WILL BE STARTED AFTER 65 MINUTES!!!!  The umpires will keep the time and will let the teams know how much time is left throughout the game.

7)
Most games will get done within the time limit.  PLAYERS SHOULD DO THEIR PART TO KEEP THE GAMES RUNNING QUICKLY!!  Pitchers will be allowed two (2) pitches between innings, zero (0) if they don‘t do it in a timely manner.  PLEASE NOTE: Courtesy runners are NOT allowed!  If you can bat, you can run! If a team wants to legally substitute a base runner (with someone NOT currently in the game) and re-enter a player once per game, that is OK.
8)
The run rule is 15 runs after 3 innings, and 10 runs after 5 innings.  4 innings will be considered a complete game.  Rainouts will be added on to the end of the schedule or possibly moved to another night in the week.  Always check the updated schedules posted outside the concession stands!

9)
In mixed games, a walk to a male batter will result in a two-base award.  If there are less than two outs, the female will then bat. If there are two outs, the female has the option to bat or walk.  Mixed teams can bat 12 players (6 guys & 6 girls), but will still play 10 on the field.  As a matter of safety, throws to first base cannot be made by an outfielder from ANY spot on the field.
10)
Pitching rules: (These aren’t new, I just wanted to make players aware of them) The pitcher must be set with one foot on the pitching rubber for one second prior to delivering the ball. The pitch will be a normal forward underhand delivery, delivered from below the waist, and no more than 1 foot from the side of the hip (the hand must be inside the elbow). Any quick pitch, windmill pitch, between the legs pitch, behind the back pitch, or other pitch that is not a normal forward underhand delivery will be called a ball.  Pitcher must face home plate on delivery of pitch.  Pitch height will be 6’-12’ from the ground with the WHOLE plate and mat considered a strike.   Umpires will call illegal while the ball is still in the air.

11)
Forfeits: Eight players are needed to start a game with game time being forfeit time.  If the other manager allows, games can be started a little late to allow for late arriving players, with NO new inning starting after the new hour.  For example, if a game starts at 6:15, no new inning is allowed after 7:00.  Game results are then FINAL.  To help avoid this, new players can be added to the official team roster at any time during the 4-week league season.  Team rosters will be kept at the concession stand.  Also, as in the past, there will be no additions allowed the night of the league tournament.  Managers, please do not abuse this rule! Forfeits will result for any teams found with illegal players on the tournament night!

12)
Players should be 16 years of age or older.  Also, a friendly little reminder: men’s leagues are for men, just as women’s leagues are for women.  
13)
Teams will play a double-header (2 games) each league night for four weeks (8 games).  Teams will never have to wait more than 1 game between games (i.e., you will never play at 6 and 9).  Weather permitting, each league night will have a single elimination tournament to end the fall leagues.  The top and bottom teams in each division will be combined for the tournament.  This is similar to the way the 2nd half summer divisions are decided.  Other than this, tournament seeding will be done randomly.
14)
For plays at home, runners will be allowed to touch the black pitching mat in addition to home plate (assuming it‘s not dislodged).  This is to lessen the chance of a collision at home plate between the catcher and the runner.  The Dubuque Sports Complex is not responsible for any injuries or accidents incurred by players.
15)
Players are asked to show discretion when disputing any call by the umpire. Any unsportsmanlike conduct directed towards the umpire or the other team will not be allowed. The umpire or any DSC staff has the authority to eject any player (or team) from the park for violation of the unsportsmanlike conduct rule at any time! If this happens, the offending player/team may be suspended for the rest of the fall season (including other nights if applicable).  NO refund of entry fees will be given.

2009 ASA Official Softball Rules will apply except where previously noted.  Oh, and no stealing! 
**One final note: For any situations not directly covered in the rules, common sense will used by the DSC Management with all decisions final!**
